Wisepay – Fees & Pocket Money





From 1 November 2013, you will be able to pay School fees and pocket money using Wisepay. This should be more convenient as Wisepay is available 24 hours a day, and will reduce the need to telephone the School to make payment. Some overseas parents will also benefit from reduced bank charges.





Please note that although charges will continue to apply for credit card payments, these will be considerably lower using Wisepay. As at November 2013, the charge on Wisepay is 1.5%, compared to the ‘over the phone’ card rate of 2.9%.





To pay fees or deposit money using Wisepay, you need to log in via the website and click on the icon ‘Fee Payment Manager’, and select either School Fees or Pocket Money payment.

Chaplain’s 400





Can teachers love their pupils? Should they?





In our decayed society, this question sounds borderline. Media lampoon colleagues whose links with pupils degenerated to the courts, disgrace, and unemployment. Apart from the vicious or mad, these include men and women whose professional boundaries collapsed through good but confused intentions, whose emotional vulnerability was unaddressed by their training.





In an earlier school, I was discussing such an episode with the Head. Passing through the courtyard, he said with usual insight, ‘The mistake these adults make is this. They think a teenager sees things the way they do. They do not. Almost invariably, we do not have the faintest idea of how teenagers really see us.’





Children deprived early of nurture produce dangerous chemistry later. The best teachers provoke strong affection with their pupils. Love is not too strong to describe it, provided the idea of love has not been corrupted. A great teacher inspires the affection, gratitude and loyalty of a Dalai Lama or other spiritual or ethical leader.





I suggest a silence has descended on the teacher-pupil relation. I suggest that hysteria about a tiny number of deviant events can spoil majority confidence about what is correct, positive and natural. I suggest that parallel preoccupation with statistics alongside all this only aggravates a sense children voice about feeling they are things rather than persons.





Being secular or religious makes a difference. A secular outlook is poor basis on which to love pupils, because it brings little sense of future and purpose. By contrast, a critical, well-informed and developed faith provides a basis for relationships which are intimate and deep. You might also get this from psychology. The framework is everything. When people scorn first principles, life goes wrong. A good teacher knows why they love others. People of faith, any faith, can love pupils deeply, because they love them for their potential. Faith says that each individual, however annoying, has a unique destiny worthy of infinite respect. Faith sees teaching contact as an investment in a future not our own. For this reason, even with the most intelligent and attractive, our relationships do not, to use a philosopher’s words, ‘appropriate any of the benefits to ourselves’. This is a lofty quality. I am speaking of a connection with others marked simultaneously by detachment and intimacy. Certainly this is lofty – and why not? Unless adults dealing with children choose and build a model for their contacts, we end up responding on the basis of personality. This is the worst possible basis on which to respond, and one entirely displaced from any notion of love.
