Head lice





Head lice are a common recurring problem in school. Boarders in Junior Houses have their hair checked regularly, and older pupils are encouraged to do it themselves. If live lice are found we use Hedrin solution, which then needs re-applying a week later to ensure any eggs that may have hatched are treated. It is important that checks are also done in the holidays to ensure the pupils do not come back to school with head lice. The best way to reduce the occurrences is by regularly checking your child’s head. Please see below as the best way to do this:





Check


Your child’s hair once a week


Use a proper detection comb, with teeth no more than 0.3mm apart, to trap head lice, they are white in colour so they can be easily identified


If you find live lice, consult  pharmacist for treatment advice


If lice are spotted, check the whole family, including yourself and treat if necessary 


Treat


Only treat if live lice are identified


Use a clinically proven treatment, ideally with a physical mode of action which lice are very unlikely to build a resistance


Leave the treatment on for the recommended time for maximum effect – leaving it on for longer will not make it more effective


Complete


Repeat the treatment for a second time, seven days after the first, to kill any lice that may hatch from eggs during that time


Check that all head lice have gone within 2 – 3 days of the final application of head lice treatment to complete the process


Continue to check for head lice on a regular weekly basis

Flu Vaccinations





We are only able to offer the flu vaccination to boarders registered with the School GP Practice, who also have long standing medical conditions such as asthma (only those who regularly take preventer inhalers) and diabetes.





 There will be a government programme to vaccinate all children in school against the flu, but it has not been rolled out in this area for this year.





 If you want your child to have the flu vaccination and they do not qualify for the vaccination in school, it is widely available in the UK in chemists, travel vaccination clinics and some supermarkets.
